     The liturgy of Advent takes us out into the desert to see and hear the marvelous works and 
words of Godτthe lame leaping like a stag, the dead raised, the good news preached to the 
poor (see Isaiah 29:18ς20; 61:1ς2). 
     The liturgy does this to give us courage, to strengthen our feeble hands and make firm our 
weak knees. Our hearts can easily become frightened and weighed down by the hardships we 
face. We can lose patience in our sufferings as we await the coming of the Lord.

Once bowed down, captives to sin and death, we have been ransomed and returned to His 
Kingdom, crowned with everlasting joy. Raised up we now stand before His altar to meet the
